
PRESTABLOG INSTALLATION 
 

 
1. Unzip the Prestablog module file 

 

 
 
You’ll get a single directory that contains Prestablog core files, install, admin tabs, configuration etc…  

 
 
2. Upload the “psblog” directory in your Prestashop website modules/ folder 

 

 
 
 
3. Go to your Prestashop back office modules tab, install the Prestablog module. 
 

 
 
 
There is a configure link that allow you to change module settings.  
 
 



3. New “Blog” tab have been created. 
 

 
 
That’s all, now you can create your blog posts and categories.  
 
In front office, if you want to skin the module with your colors and layout, you need to edit  
the “psblog.css” located in modules/psblog/ 
 
Requirements: 
 
The following files and directories must be writable, CHMOD 777 :  
 
modules/psblog/uploads/ 
modules/psblog/uploads/list/ 
modules/psblog/uploads/thumb/ 
modules/psblog/sitemap-blog.xml

PRESTABLOG UNINSTALL 
 
1. In modules tab, search Prestablog and click to « uninstall »  

 
 
2. Remove “psblog” directory from your Prestashop modules/ folder  

 
 
3. For security reasons, uninstall process doesn’t remove Prestablog tables from database, so if you want 
completely uninstall your current Prestablog version, you need to go to your database interface (phpmyadmin)
